« October, S.S. Gadinia, Shell owned LNG carrier for the Brunei LNG Project was launched.

« 15 December, the S.S. Gadinia entered Senboku No. 1 Terminal, Osaka Gas and marked the first Brunei LNG delivery to Japan.
